Trailers and equipment are designed for on-road towing within the stated capacities. 
For off-road applications, reduce the capacities listed in the specifications table by 25%.

Keep safety chains in place and in working order. Never operate 
the product without the safety chains attached to vehicle.

Torque Specifications
5/8" bolt 180 ft-lbs.
Use above torque setting unless otherwise noted
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Mounting the Lunette Ring (channel-mount required, sold separately)

Determine the optimal height of the lunette 
ring. Note: Lunette ring can be flipped to 
achieve greater drop or rise.

Secure the lunette ring to the trailer 
channel using two 5/8" grade-8 bolts, 
washers and nuts (not included). 
Tighten all bolts to 180 ft. lbs.

Note: Never exceed the rated capacity of 
the vehicle or lowest rated towing component.

BEFORE EACH USE: Inspect the unit for proper 
operation and worn, damaged or missing parts. 
Replace parts as required or when the unit's 
wear exceeds 1/8" from the original surface.

Unlocking the Lunette Ring

Ensure the locking pin is in the unlocked 
position prior to hooking up the trailer.

Remove the padlock. Lift and turn the 
locking pin to the side, 90 degrees, as shown. 
Reinsert the padlock to keep the locking pin 
secure during travel.

Locking the Lunette Ring

Drop the locking pin into the position 
shown to the right. Install a padlock 
(not included) into the locking pin.

The locking pin can still be used when the 
lunette ring is in the drop position, as shown.
